Step drill

Instructions:

1. Remove: Inner guard liner
Air cleaner assembly
Air entry ducting
Indicator assembly

2. Tape the template to the upper rear corner of the right hand guard, using a felt tip pen
mark all hole positions (including the cut away section). Remove the template.

3. Drill a pilot hole for each hole position. Using the step drill, drill the 5 snorkel mounting
hole positions to 16mm, using the 92mm holesaw, drill the main hole, using the air
hacksaw, enlarge the main hole as per the template cut away section. De-burr and paint
all holes.
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4. Screw the 5 mounting studs into the snorkel body inserts; fasten the upper mounting
bracket to the snorkel body using necessary hardware. Carefully position the snorkel
body onto the guard, with the snorkel body correctly positioned mark the 3 mounting
bracket hole positions on the ‘A’ pillar (the bracket should run parallel with the
windscreen rubber), holding the snorkel body in position carefully open the front door and
check the snorkel body and mounting bracket has adequate clearance to the door frame.

5. Remove the snorkel body and drill the 3 marked hole positions on the ‘A’ pillar to 8mm.
De-burr and paint holes. Insert plastic clips into the ‘A’ pillar.

6. Remove the plastic elbow section from the air cleaner inlet duct by drilling out the pop
rivet, insert the steel joiner (Item No. 14) into the air cleaner inlet duct and mark the 3
hole positions. Remove the steel joiner and drill the 3 marked hole positions to 5.0mm.
Apply silicone to the steel joiner and insert into the inlet duct, secure the steel joiner into
position using pop rivets supplied (Item No.15). Position rubber hose (Item No.16) onto
steel joiner.

7. Position the snorkel body onto the guard, with the snorkel body correctly positioned,
fasten to the guard using necessary hardware, fasten upper mounting bracket to the ‘A’
pillar, position the air entry hose (Item No.7) onto the snorkel snout and mark the
required trim length, remove the hose and trim to required length.

8. Re-install the air cleaner assembly and air inlet duct to the vehicle; apply lubricant to
either end of the air entry hose. Install hose onto the snorkel body snout and air cleaner
inlet duct, with the hose correctly positioned fasten the hose clamps.

9. Position the air inlet sleeve (Item No.17) onto the snorkel body and secure into position
using silicone adhesive (refer to drawing). Install air ram assembly and fasten.

N.B. Do not install NO.17 to turbocharged diesel engines.
10.Re-install inner guard liner, indicator assembly.
